Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners (SANE)

o Nearly forty five percent of SANE trainees were registered nurses, focused on forensics.

e Students received training in primary care (6 percent), MUCs (39 percent), and/or rural
settings (8 percent).

¢ Many graduates intended to seek employment or further education in a rural area (22
percent) and/or in a MUC (31 percent).

Advanced Nursing Education (ANE)

e ANE awardees developed or enhanced 355 academic courses and activities that trained
6,243 individuals.

e More than 1,500 individuals participated in 39 ANE-supported continuing education
courses.

e Over 59 percent of clinical training sites provided interprofessional education.

Advanced Nursing Education Workforce (ANEW)

¢ Most ANEW direct-supported students received training in primary care settings (85
percent), MUCs (67 percent), and/or rural areas (48 percent).

e The majority of trainees received training in substance use treatment (51 percent) or
specifically, opioid use treatment (49 percent).

¢ Graduates commonly intended to work or pursue additional training in a MUC (68
percent), in a primary care setting (58 percent), and/or in a rural area (45 percent).

Nurse Anesthetist Traineeships (NAT)

e Nearly forty percent of nurse anesthetist trainees were male.

e Most trainees received clinical training in medically underserved communities (78
percent) and/or in primary care settings (39 percent).

e The majority of individuals received specific training in opioid use treatment (86 percent).

Nurse Faculty Loan Program (NFLP)

e The majority of trainees (83 percent) were pursuing doctoral-level degrees; the most
common discipline was nursing educator (53 percent).

e More than 21 percent of trainees reported being from a rural background.

e Graduates had taken an average of five education courses in the pursuit of becoming
nursing faculty.

e Most graduates (95 percent) intended to teach following program completion.
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
